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14. WEIGH-IN 
Official weigh-in for each weight category is held the evening before the competition day (see 

program). 
At the EJU Judo Hopes Tournament, weight management practices such as "making 

weight", "cutting weight", or "running off weight" are not acceptable and should not be 
encouraged. Judoka should compete in the weight category in which they naturally fall at 

the time of the weigh-in. Test scales will not be provided at these events to reinforce this 
approach, ensuring young athletes do not engage in unhealthy practices that could 

negatively affect their growth and development." 
Athletes are NOT allowed to remove their underclothing (men – underpants, women – underpants and 

bra); to compensate an additional 200 g will be allowed i .e., for the category -44 kg the limit will be 

-44 .2 kg Athletes must present their EJU accreditation card and their passport (National ID 
Cards showing nationality, picture and date of birth are also accepted).  

15. RANDOM WEIGH-IN 
No Random Weigh-In will be organised for this age group. 

16. REFEREEING
