12. Refereeing 

Each federation should bring an IJF/Continental licensed referee and may enter a maximum of 2 

referees. The organizing federation may enter as many referees as required for the realization of 

the tournament. The requirement in refereeing is at least the highest national license and some 

years of experience as a referee. 
 

The referee meeting will be held on Saturday 25 May 2013 at 09:00hrs at the Sports Palace. The 

attendance to the Referee meeting is strictly compulsory. The referees should be dressed 

formally for this meeting.
