Doping control:

The Gold Medal Winner and another drawn Medalist from the rest per weight
category are obliged to take a doping test.

Referees:

Each participating National Federation must be accompanied by one referee having
IJF continental ,,A” or ,,B” licence but not more than 2 referees. Organisers may
enter a maximum of 6 referees.

This is a necessary condition of participating in tournaments, to meet EJU
requirements.

Special rules:

According to the IJF the number of competitors is limited as below:
Per countries: 4 competitors max. per weight categories
