The white and blue judogi are obligatory in this
competition. Preliminaries - 3 mats (8m x 8m) Finals - 1 mat (8m x 8m)
Competition systems with low number of participants:

2 entries: beter of 2 fights, if 1-1 the tihrd match will decide.

3,4,5 entries: one pool competition system.

6 and more entries : quarter -final (last 8) repechage or double
repechage competition system .

REFEREEING RULES

Application of kansetsu waza is prohibited: The referee will stop the
action if any of the athletes tries to apply kansetsu waza and there will
be no penalty. If tori applies kansetsu waza a second time, he is given
direct hansoku make and he is not allowed to continue the competition.
Application of shime waza is allowed: An athlete who has lost
consciousness due to shime waza is not allowed to continue the
competition.

The accomodation Costs of IJF A-B referees will be covered
by organizing committe from Friday, 19th of March, 2010 (dinner) to

Abbreviation; the CHANGEABLE bottom part consisting of the event
name and the sponsors, unique for each event.

The fixed part of the back number must be the official EJU / IJF one,
which should be ordered from www.mybacknumber.com. Production
and delivery takes around 4 weeks. The EJU back numbers are
obligatory for all EJU Official Events: European Championships and
European Cups for U17, U20, U23, Seniors and Veterans, and World Cups
organized in the territory of the EJU. No athletes will be allowed to
compete without the EJU / IJF Official Name and Country patch.

GER

The shoulder markings (from collar across shoulder down the sleeve on
both sides of the jacket) must be a maximum length of 25cm and
maximum width of 5 cm. Only national colours or the official suppliers
manufacturer’s logo (both sides the same) are allowed in E]JU Official
Events.
